MasterWorks Judges In Summary

Judging the Large Fine Art Division of MasterWorks 2010 was Peter Allen Nisbet. He has been a student of fine art for 38 years.
He received a degree from the University of North Carolina and was then commissioned in the United States Navy. After his Naval
tour of Vietnam he was appointed by the Secretary of the Navy to serve as Director of Art Services for the Navy’s Office of
Information. Following military service he commenced a commercial art business, providing graphic design and illustration for over
twenty-five national organizations.

He first reviewed the Oils and Acrylics, and before picking any award winners, he went on to Pastels, then the Watermedia. Then
back to narrow the field in each of the divisions. He seemed to be particularly impressed with the execution in the Watermedia
Division, commenting on the lyrical and ephemeral qualities of some of these works, and their exquisite handling of color.

His approach:

® You get a strong first read, which is emotional. Then the secondary look is intellectual, and the tertiary look is technical. A
painting has to survive all three. If it does, it will hold your attention over time, it will keep you coming back to it. The not
great and mediocre pieces won’t hold your attention over time.

¢ [’m looking for power in the pieces. Just because a piece lacks technical excellence doesn’t mean it lacks the power of art. For
me, the technical aspect is way down the list, and style is not important. What matters is the emotion and how the artist
conveys a story with his painting.

e The reason I looked more closely at the realistic pieces is not that I was indicating a preference for them. They’re meant to be
looked at closely; they invite scrutiny because of the detail in the presentation.

His general comments:

This is really tough; there are better artists in here than me.

I want to pull pieces that I’'m emotionally attracted to.

This is painful because I know how hard every artist worked on these. I honor them all.

Really good painting occupies a space without words. If you can describe a piece easily, it isn’t as much art as it is a picture.
This is so tough, I can’t explain why one grows on me and another doesn’t.

Id be giving every one of these a ribbon. I want to give all of the contenders a 1* place.

I’'m looking for exceptional art, not work that is like my own.

Some critical comments:
e On some of the pieces, particularly some of the still lifes, he commented that there was too much going on, there was too
much internal competition for the viewer’s eye. You want a space to breath while you’re looking at it.
e Youdon’t want to copy other artists, that takes you out of that special place that speaks with your voice.
e Some of these frames are not helping, but I’'m not looking at framing, it’s not an issue.
e Some pieces would benefit from varying the values over the expanse of the canvas.

Wesley Pulkka earned his BFA and MFA in sculpture at the Maryland Institute College of Art in Baltimore and earned his PhD in
the history of sacred art at the Union Institute and University of Cincinnati. During the past 15 years Pulkka has written regular
columns, features and reviews for the Albuguerque Journal.

After reviewing eight divisions of miniatures in general, Wes Pulkka approached the vast variety of styles, media, and presentations
by groupings. As he set aside the miniatures most appealing to him within those groupings, he began to suggest some common
elements of strength.

Of course, technical proficiency is important in all art, but use of light and dark, drawing, color, shapes, and composition are all
magnified in importance in miniature scale. He stressed use of contrast.

He drew attention to framing, noting excellence verses neglect in the mats. If not cut evenly, the magnifying glass will betray any
attempt to make amends. Frames must complement, not distract from, the image. He noted a few gems spoiled by an obvious
signature of ego, which he thought to be a no-no in miniatures.

“I like neat ideas and imaginative images.” This could be found through technical aspects and subject matter. One can use a not so
obvious approach to what might otherwise be considered standard fare. This relates to an artist revealing his voice beyond the
technical demands, the heart and humor and spirit of a work. He believes that representational works justify miniature scale more
easily, while recognizing the possibility of more abstract work accomplishing the sense of miniature if careful with brushstrokes,
composition and the right surface.

Overall, Mr. Pulkka was very impressed with the quality of works in most of the divisions, making his job difficult but fun. He has
researched the subject of miniatures for past Albuquerque Journal articles and more than appreciates the skill, time, and energy it
takes to produce a very fine gem.
